PROJECT DESCRIPTION

Spring Arbor College is a private liberal arts college thar was
established in 1873 and is affiliated with the United Methodist
Church. The existing campus is located on a two block site along a
state highway, just west of Jackson, Michigan. Spring Arbor College
is currently planning for the future of improving student service by
providing competitive facilities and an enhanced environment. The
proposed master plan design provides a vision for constructing and
renovating buildings while beautifying the campus. The goal of the
proposed master plan design is to unify the campus through
strengthening the edges, creating central outdoor spaces defined by
the location of new buildings, and by reinforcing the symbolic
images of the College.

The edges are strengthened by locating new buildings such as
the Residence Hall and Library on the perimeter of the block, so that
they define the campus into a series of quads. A new low brick wall
is located along M-60 with signage to delineate the front yard of the
campus.

The outdoor spaces include the historic center of campus, a
sculpture garden for the arts quad, an academic quad defined by the
new Library, Science Building, and Dining Hall, and a residential
quad created by the location of the new Residence Hall. These
spaces are linked by axial pedestrian pathways and open views.

The symbols of Spring Arbor College are the Lamp, the World,
and the Cross. The lamp represents academic excellence, the cross
represents a Christian perspective, and the hemisphere represents
world involvement. The Lamp is symbolized as an eternal flame
monument located in the center of the campus. The World is sym-
bolized by the circular mounded sculpture garden on the front lawn
near the Art Building and Music / Performing Arts Building. The
Cross is shown in plan by the intersection of the central north/south
axis and the east/west axis. This east/west axis links the Church and
the Library: the spiritual and the intellectual.

The plan involves the construction of a new Residence Hall, a
Library, an addition to the Hart Auditorium, and an addition to the
Dining Hall. It also involves the overall beautification of the cam-
pus, which includes the removal of the street that bisects the cam-
pus, the reworking of paths, the addition of landscape elements, and
provisions for better accessibility for those with disabilities.
